	 I attended the NextGen community workshop at 
Arapahoe Community College on May 9.  The NextGen 
project is the Federal Aviation Administration’s effort to 
increase the safety and efficiency of air transportation 
across the country by modernizing America’s air transpor-
tation system. Here is what I took away from that meeting.
	 Large, commercial airports, such as DIA, will rely on 
GPS satellites to track planes and assist with coordinating 
take-offs and landings as opposed to a ground-based navi-
gation system that was originally developed over 50 years 
ago. To realize the increased safety, efficiency and environ-
mental goals of the project at DIA, some changes to flight 
patterns at nearby regional airports are required. There are 
no proposed changes to DIA flight paths that will negative-
ly impact our area. There are also no proposed changes 
for smaller, prop planes utilizing Centennial Airport. The 
potential concern for us would be private jet traffic at 
Centennial Airport. And to put this “concern” into perspec-
tive, Centennial Airport had an Average Daily Total Jet 
Arrival of 35 in 2018.

Centennial Airport Flight-Path Impact

	 There is only ONE approach route for Centennial 
Airport that could impact us in Southglenn for private jets 
coming from the northeast, and the impact will depend on 
which way the wind is blowing. Literally. Additional per-
spective – there were on average 8 daily arrivals of private 
jets from the NE at Centennial Airport in 2018. Currently, 
these planes head south over the Fort Morgan area and 
that puts them in DIA airspace. The NextGen project 
proposal has these flights stay north of DIA until roughly 
Windsor. Then they will travel a corridor along the front-
range that roughly follows I-25. This is where the wind 
comes into play, as planes need to land into the wind. If 
the wind is flowing from the north to the south, the planes 
will continue due south from ~I-25 & Santa Fe to roughly 
Sedalia to make a U-turn over Castle Rock for their arrival. 
There are already on average 6 arrivals per day from the 
NW that currently fly this route. On days when the wind 
makes it necessary to route planes from the NE to land 
from the south, there will be on average 8 additional pri-
vate jet arrivals per day that fly over us.

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City Code for 
Recreational Vehicles
	 In 2015 The Centennial City Council approved new guidelines for 
the parking of recreational vehicles on City streets, agreeing to amend 
the Municipal Code. Did you know that four years later Centennial City 
Council is considering city-wide restrictions of all recreational vehicles on 
private property? This would include any RV,  boat, snowmobile, trailer, 
or other recreational-use vehicles taller than 6 feet. Also being discussed 
is requiring vehicles shorter than 6 feet be parked in a side or backyard 
behind a 6 foot fence to limit viewing the vehicle from the front street. 
	 City Council discussed this issue in the April 8th Study Session. Both coun-
cil members from District 1 support the idea. You can listen to a recording

	 As you consider this, keep in mind that Centennial includes rural areas 
zoned for agriculture and livestock as well as neighborhoods, some with 
HOAs. Some of us chose an HOA neighborhood, and some of us chose 
NOT to live in a neighborhood with any restrictions.
	 Last summer City Code was updated to address Proper Storage of 
Refuse Containers. Many in our neighborhood were blindsided by this. 
They did not know it was being contemplated and were upset when the 
Code was updated. Consider this your notice of what is being considered.
